Regular Board Meeting
February 10, 2026 @ 7:00

Present:  Supervisor Jon Francisco, Councilmen Jim Schneider, Mark Hand and Bill Burton, Highway Superintendent Bill Bigelow and Town Clerk Kristine Young, absent:  Councilman Josh Brown

The meeting was called to order by Supervisor Francisco at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Approval of Minutes:  A motion was made by Councilman Schneider to approve the minutes of the last meeting.  A second to the motion was made by Councilman Hand.  The Supervisor and all Councilmen voted aye.  There were no nay votes.  Motion carried 4-0-0.

Supervisor Announcements:  The grant for the water district has been denied.  Highway Superintendent Bigelow stated there was a resident on Noble Street that had frozen water and the meter blew.  The hard ware had the part needed for repair.  The Town and Village need to have a meeting to see where parts are purchased and what parts are needed.  There needs to be more communication and help from the Village.  There was a report of a water leak across from Crosby’s but it couldn’t be found.  

Guests:  none

Approval of Abstracts:  A motion to approve Highway Abstract 02 in the amount of $26,351.03 and General Abstract 02 in the amount of $53,345.69 was made by Councilman Burton.  A second to the motion was made by Councilman Hand.  The Supervisor and all Councilmen voted aye.  There were no nay votes.  Motion carried 4-0-0.

Highway Superintendent Report:  Exhibit B.  Superintendent Bigelow reported that they have been plowing, and have been doing maintenance on the trucks.  They took the 2006 Chevy for inspection and it would not pass.  The 2000 cemetery truck is as bad or worse.  The 2000 Peterbilt was sold for $31,800.00 
and the dump box was sold for $2000.00.  That money will be added to the equipment budget to replace these vehicles.  Superintendent Bigelow will look at
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a 2015 truck with plow with 19,000 miles for $39,500 tomorrow.  The brush mower is worn out and he has been looking for another at around $16,000.  A motion was made by Councilman Burton to purchase a replacement truck up to $40,000.00.  A second to the motion was made by Councilman Schneider.  The Supervisor and all Councilmen voted aye.  There were no nay votes.  Motion carried 4-0-0.

New Business:  Proposed Engineering Services for Water District has been received from MRB Group.  Because the information was only received today, it was decided to give more time to read over the material and meet on February 23, 2026 at 6:00 to vote on the proposal.  

Mike Willson, co-owner of HowBill’s in Belmont has a buyer for the business.  The buyer would like a letter from the Town of Amity to approve dismantling before he makes a down payment.  Supervisor Francisco will provide a letter stating the town will hold to the same standards that are currently in place. 

Supervisor Francisco met with NYS Code Enforcement and Rich Wenslow, Amity Code Enforcer regarding Irons Road.  Documentation (paperwork) is needed.  Supervisor Francisco will meet with our lawyer to see what can be done. 

Don Skinner was present from the Town of Amity Planning Board.  He had delivered the draft for the revised solar law to all board members prior to the meeting.  The old law will be rescinded and the new law will need approval.  A motion to send the new solar law to the county was made by Councilman Burton.  A second to the motion was made by Councilman Schneider.  The Supervisor and all Councilmen voted aye.  There were no nay votes.  Motion carried 4-0-0.  
The Planning Board will be working on battery storage next.  

Round Table:  Town Clerk Young shared information from the Catherine Schuyler Chapter, NSDAR in response to America 250 celebration.  In partnership with the Town of Angelica, the Angelica Booster Citizens and the Crandall Memorial Group they will make a lasting tribute to our Revolutionary War Patriots in the form of a unique monument.  The monument 
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will be erected at the east end of Park Circle, Angelica, NY.  Donations are being sought and will be discussed at a later meeting.  

Next Meeting:  Our next regular meeting will be on March 9, 2026 at 7:00 pm.  

Adjournment:  A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Supervisor Francisco.  A second to the motion was made by Councilman Schneider.  The Supervisor and all Councilmen voted aye.  There were no nay votes.  Motion carried 4-0-0.  Adjourned at 8:23 pm.
